Village on the Green is southwest
Atlanta’s first new apartment
development in more than two decades.

Village on the Green luxury apartments
got a big welcome from officials, neigh-
bors and othrs when it opened Oct. 28 in
southwest Atlanta, becoming the first new
apartment complex in the area in more
than two decades.

You can choose from one-and two-
bedroom garden apartments as well as
two-story carriage homes with attached
garages. All garden apartments include
sunrooms and walk-in pantry with
washer/dryer hookups.

In the area, where you can find 50-year-
old $60,000 ranch homes not far from
new $800,000 homes, life is coming full
circle as the neighborhood is getting a
breath of fresh air. Village on the Green is
just the latest example of developers’

willingness to invest in the area as a new
chapter begins.

Meanwhile, folks who grew up in the
neighborhood are returning, either to rent
or buy, many with kids of their own. Oth-
ers are discovering the area for the first
time — and more and more are
impressed.

Sgt. Diane Lundy is just one example,
Lundy, who moved here from St. Louis,
says she had spent many hours searching
for housing when she happened to spot
an ad for Village on the Green. ‘‘It looked
too good to be true,’’ she said. ‘‘Nothing
compared with the layout and easy
commutes.’’

John Wieland
Homes has billboards advertising
$600,000 homes, and Ben Hill United
Methodist Church is developing a 67-acre
campus next door to Village on the
Green.
